1. Encourage your child and other participants in LEBCO UNITED soccer to abide by the rules and, in general, emphasize sportsmanship ahead of winning. 
2. Explain players’ code of conduct to your children and encourage them to follow it. 
3. Encourage your child to play fairly and to the best of his/her ability and, when he/she does so, to provide praise and encouragement regardless of the results of those efforts. 
4. Encourage your child to respect his teammates, coaches, team manager, referees, and opponents. 
5. Encourage your child to refrain from dangerous play during games and practices. 
6. Cheering for your child is great, but please refrain from coaching from the sidelines or near the goal. 
7. Refrain from criticism of coaches, referees, or opponents during games and in the presence of your child or other children. Constructive criticism, when you feel necessary, should be directed towards your teams’ coaches in private. 
8. When able, assist with tasks as requested by coaches or managers (e.g., putting nets away after games, providing half-time snacks, etc). 
9. Ensure attendance at games and practices and if absences are unavoidable, to give adequate notice to coaches or manager. 
I (We) understand that improper behavior at a match, practice or other LEBCO UNITED Club sponsored activity may result in a parent being asked to leave the field or the event by a referee, LEBCO UNITED Coach or LEBCO UNITED Board Member in accordance with The Laws of the Game and the specific rules of the League(s) in which your team is a member. 
We understand that (upon review) LEBCO UNITED can, and will if necessary, suspend our individual privilege to watch our child play should we behave in a manner contrary to this Code of Conduct or otherwise offensive.

LEBCO UNITED Player's Code of Conduct

It is a privilege to be a player/member of LEBCO UNITED Soccer Club.  I understand that I must follow the rules of the club and the League(s) in which my team plays.  I further understand that in order to remain a player in good standing I must follow these rules. 

1. Practice and play with enthusiasm and with a commitment to improve one’s skills, those of teammates, both individually and as part of a team. 
2. Refrain from dangerous behavior, in practices and games, and take an active part in ensuring that practices and games take place in a safe environment. 
3. Refrain from engaging in horseplay and other conduct that presents a risk of injury to others or that demeans others. 
4. Recognize that playing a team sport requires a commitment to the team in such ways as: being reliable in one’s attendance for practices and games; giving adequate notice of unavoidable absences from practices and games; being on time; being supportive of teammates, particularly those less skillful; being attentive during practices and games. 
5. Refrain from unsportsmanlike play or manner. 
6. Refrain from criticism of opponents (before, during or after games). 
7. Refrain from criticism of referees or other game officials (e.g., line officials). 

8. Alcohol, illegal drugs and unauthorized prescription drugs shall not be possessed or consumed before, during or after any game or at any other time at the field and/or game complex.

LEBCO UNITED Coach's Code of Conduct

Coaches will: 

1. Lead by example, demonstrating fair play and sportsmanship at all times.

2. Understand and demonstrate knowledge of the rules of the game, and teach these rules to my players.

3. Motivating players to produce their best effort, inspiring players to learn, and encouraging players possess a “winning attitude.”

4. Take responsibility to control the actions of our fans. 

5. Be accountable for all LEBCO UNITED issued property, fields, and buildings, including equipment located on the field or in the building being utilized. 

6. Report all injuries or damage to property to LEBCO UNITED within 24 hours of such occurrence. 

7. Report to LEBCO UNITED any inquiry into the policy of the program or possible violation thereof, as well as whatever action has been taken. 

8. Abide by all LEBCO UNITED rules and regulations. 

9. Insure the cleanliness of facilities upon completion of his or her activity. 

Under no circumstances will a coach: 

1. Engage in any activity or conduct that may be detrimental or reflect adversely upon LEBCO UNITED, its members or its programs

2. Physically, psychologically or verbally abuse any youth on his or her team, or any other team, referee, LEBCO UNITED volunteers, or parent even in jest. 

3. Strike, push, or shove any game official, another coach, or a spectator.
4. Use profanity, profane gestures, arguing, inciting disruptive behavior by spectators and/or players, or engage in any conduct contrary to the spirit of good sportsmanship.
5. Drop any youth from participation without the action first being approved by LEBCO UNITED. LEBCO UNITED must be notified immediately if any player is suspended temporarily for disciplinary reasons. 

6. Represent himself or herself as an officer or spokesperson for LEBCO UNITED to any group, committee, or county agency without approval of the LEBCO UNITED board. 

7. Offer to any other group or organization use of any LEBCO UNITED equipment or facilities without approval of LEBCO UNITED. 

8. Condone the use of any drugs, alcoholic beverages, or any other undesirable activity.
